A total of only 41 clubs out of over 1200 skating clubs across Canada have been selected to pilot the proposed changes. This is a great opportunity for our club and coaches to get an early introduction to the proposed format, and exciting that our skaters will help shape the future for all skaters and organizations through this important program. This season the CanSkate program will be coached by Leanne Paisley, Lise Drummond, and will be assisted by many trained program assistants.

CanSkate is Skate Canada's universal learn-to-skate program designed for beginners of all ages. The program focuses on basic skill development and skaters earn badges as they learn fundamental skills through a number of stages. With the use of the fast track, group learning stations, more circuits, and a fun zone, the pilot program will challenge skaters to push their learning and encourages their progress by exposing them to more skills. We want to ensure that our CanSkate Program provides the opportunity to reach all skaters including figure skaters, as well as boys and girls hockey players. Having a fun and entertaining CanSkate session is critical to the program’s success and with a fun zone, creative exercises, and group activities we will make the program more fun for our skaters. 
All Skaters are required to wear helmets while on the ice, up to and including Stage 5. Please dress your child with appropriate clothing such as mittens, and waterproof pants. Parents are not allowed on the ice at anytime. We would like to remind parents that they are required to stay at the rink during the session in case of any injury.
